Gregco Recycling was not charged with violating any
laws. They operated in compliance of Florida State
Statutes and fully cooperated with detectives during this
investigation.

Justice Department to Create
NMVTIS Advisory Board

The Department of Justice’s Office of Justice Programs
(OJP) announced in the Federal Register on May 3, 2010
the establishment of an Advisory Board for the National
Motor Vehicle Title Information System (NMVTIS). The
committee is being established under provisions of

the Federal Advisory Committee Act. The objective of
the NMVTIS Advisory Board is to provide input and
recommendations to the OJP regarding the operations
and administration of NMVTIS.

The timing of the initial meeting as well as the
membership of the Advisory Board is still open, but
ARA will seek proper representation. When more
details become available, the Association will keep
the membership updated on this important new
development.

NMVTIS Producing Positive Results

In states where the National Motor Vehicle Title
Information System (NMVTIS) reporting is being
implemented, we are already seeing encouraging results.
Those include time- and cost-savings for state motor
vehicle titling agencies, reductions in consumer wait time,
decreases in motor vehicle thefts, improved recovery rate
of stolen vehicles, increased ability to identify cloned
vehicles prior to title issuance, and improved investigative
abilities.

Sample results produced to date include:

e Arizona, Florida, and Virginia identifying cloned
vehicles by working together, prior to issuing new
titles.

e Florida cracking a car theft ring responsible for cloning
more than 250 cars valued at $8 million.

® Arizona realizing a reduction in customer wait time
and the ability to identify problems up front due to
online, accurate data.

e Arizona experiencing a 99 percent recovery rate on
vehicles identified as stolen.

e South Dakota and New Hampshire saving time and
money by no longer requiring the clerk to manually
update a state record with returned title information
since such updates are automatically included in
NMVTIS.

e Virginia seeing a 17 percent decrease in motor vehicle
thefts.

e All participating states recapturing brands lost by non-
participating states.

e Indiana experiencing a reduction in lawsuits by
consumers who were given clear titles with missing
brands.

e New Hampshire's Motor Vehicle Supervisor stating
that the amount of funds spent to implement NMVTIS
“represents a small fee considering the savings on
insurance fraud, cloning vehicles, stolen vehicles,
odometer fraud, and preventing washed brands for
consumer protection --all thanks to NMVTIS!”

Two Governmental Reports Raise
Questions About Efficiency and
Compliance With Cash For Clunkers
Program

On April 30, two United States governmental entities
released reports on the country’s “Cash For Clunkers”
program. While the initial phase of selling vehicles
under the program was completed by September 2009,
disposal facilities through out the U.S. are still in the
process of handling many of the trade-in vehicles turned

in under the program.

Of the two reports, the Department of Transportation’s
("DOT") Office of Inspector General (OIG) report
probably has the most significant short-term effects on
the automotive recycling industry. The Inspector General
report examined the effectiveness of NHTSA's controls

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over CARS transactions, implementation challenges and
NHTSA's progress toward evaluating compliance and
accounting for total program costs. Under compliance,
Assistant Inspector General Joseph W. Comé raised
concerns about significant non-compliance among
disposal facilities based upon review of recent inspection
sampling. The OIG found that seven of the 22 facilities
(32%) the National Highway Traffic Safety Administration
(NHTSA) visited did not report to NMVTIS as required.

As previously communicated, ARA highly recommends
that if a disposal facility did not initially report their CARS
trade-in vehicles to NMVTIS that they do so immediately.

In the OIG report, Comé also commented on concerns
about the Department of Justice’s National Motor Vehicle
Titling Information System (NMVTIS) because of “limited
state participation.” Assistant Inspector General Comé
noted that as of February 2010 only 15 states (30%)
were fully participating in NMVTIS.

The U.S. General Accountability Office’s (GAO) Lessons
Learned from Cash for Clunkers Program report is also
significant because of its review of the implementation
and results of the CARS program. The document

could offer potential lessons learned for future vehicle
retirement or similar incentive programs. In assessing the
automotive recycling view of the CARS program, GAO
indicated that industry representatives felt “the program’s
impact was mixed.”

QCSA Holdings Buys Salvage Direct

QCSA Holdings, a vehicle remarketing and total loss
claims management company, purchased and will merge
with Salvage Direct, a salvage re-marketing firm.

Bob Joyce founded Salvage Direct in 1998 as reportedly
the first online auction in the total-loss claims
management industry. The company also specializes in
commercial and catastrophic-loss management services.

“Salvage Direct is a leader in salvage remarketing and
Internet auctions,” said John Lindle, CEO of QCSA
Holdings. “We are thrilled to be combining forces with
Bob Joyce and his entire team.”

The new entity is one of the nation’s largest salvage
vehicle remarketing companies, with more than 80
locations and more than 120,000 vehicles re-marketed
annually.

St. Louis Auto Recycler Wins $1
Million Jury Award

A St. Louis jury awarded more than $1 million
Wednesday to a woman whose downtown salvage yard
was taken for redevelopment by eminent domain.

Opal Henderson, now 80, lost her property at Seventh
and Hickory streets in 2008. City officials were eager to
replace Opal’s Salvage Yard with a redeveloped Ice House
District, featuring bars and restaurants just blocks south
of Busch Stadium.

Barbara Geisman, St. Louis’ deputy mayor for
development, said Wednesday by telephone that there
had been complaints about Henderson’s salvage yard for
years. “The junkyard was a true problem property,” she
said.

The Board of Aldermen had declared the property
blighted in 2004, which is necessary in Missouri to use
eminent domain.

“They’ve harassed her for years,” said her lawyer, Chet
Pleban. “Opal was there before the ordinances. So they
couldn’t move her ... not for want of trying. So the only
remedy they had was to take her property.”

Henderson turned down the city’s initial bid, based on an
appraised value of more than $200,000. Both Henderson
and St. Louis’ Land Clearance for Redevelopment
Authority appealed a condemnation commissioner’s
decision that upped the value to more than $300,000,
Pleban said, leaving it for a jury to decide.

On April 21, after a trial that lasted less than three
days, jurors decided the property was actually worth
$1,009,000. Pleban had asked for $1,029,000,
representing not only the value of the property but the
income she made from the salvage yard.

“Opal Henderson spent 61 years there, six to seven days
a week, and she supported seven children ... on that
income. What they took from her was her life,” Pleban
said.

A lawyer for the LCRA and Kara Bowlin, spokeswoman
for Mayor Francis Slay’s office, said that no decision had
been made on an appeal of the verdict.

Bowlin stressed that one of the developers involved in
the Ice House District, Disper-Schmitt Properties, would
be responsible for paying Henderson.

With
another Derelict Vehicle Bill at stake, it was important for FADRA to
make a push.

It reflects the growing relevance of FADRA's legislative efforts that
Ray Colas, Government Affairs Director with LKQ Corporation spent
time with FADRA working on our bill and some others. As FADRA
Executive Director Kim O’Dell noted, Ray’'s great knowledge and
comfort with the process were inspiring.

Perhaps more important, Director Carl Ford with the Division of
Motor Vehicles stopped by the Board meeting and talked with
FADRA members. Our Legislative Committee has spent many
hours negotiating with DMV on a number of issues, sometimes
contentiously, but Ford was very friendly and gracious. As Jim
Seamans said, “I am so proud of our Association and where
we have come to have someone of his caliber stop in to meet
with us! It was great.”

Steve Holland lauded Director Ford for his role in pushing
through the bill and working with FATIU. “One of the sheriffs
was very much against the bill, and Carl Ford pushed Les Cravens to be
strong with FATIU in supporting it,” he said. “We feel we are on the same
page with DMV.”

a car, and we sell $1,000 in parts off of it in 30 days, we
have 12 turns at cost and 30 days to break even.

Let’s think about cash flows. If we pay $1,000 for a car,
and we sell $3,000 worth of parts off of it in a year, our
$1,000 produces one turn at retail, and $3,000 in cash
flows. It also produces $2,000 in gross margin, with a
33% cost of goods sold and a 66% gross margin.

Now if we buy a car, and sell $3,000 off of it in 90
days, we have 4 turns, the same gross margin of 66%
is applicable, but we produce $12,000 in annual cash
flows. This assumes we take our $1,000 and reinvest it
every 90 days in another car.

In both cases we have a 33% cost of goods and a 66%
gross margin. So, if you have 4 turns per year, you will
produce $12,000 in cash flow, $8,000 in gross margin
(That's what you pay bills with or buy momma a new car
with!)

But, if you have one turn, you only get $3,000 in cash
flow, $2,000 to pay bills with, and in all likelihood,
momma won't get a new car.
